CJ had little or no male presence in his famile.lif

But, after joining the he ac-
quired about 100 grandfathers! He was the leagksiin
the guartet, (withJoe Pfeifer—tenor, Jim
Miller—bass and Warner Dyer—baritone). He was a

Section Leader and was often called upon to derraiast
difficult musical passages.

CJ graduated from High School and enrolled in thie.
County Community College, but the death of his dran
mother created a major disruption in his life. dtepped
out of college, and on April 28, 2009, he depaiteds-
burg, Florida for the Navy Recruiting Station irckdson-
ville, Florida, where he completed the U.S. Navgldo-
trination course that would prepare him for a Naay
reer.
