The first step is to set down with music in hand an
learning CD in your player. Listen and read thiotige
music 10 times. It's also an advantage if you hasad-
phones as your part will be more predominant andal yo
won't encourage others in the house to do somethieg
will later regret by having to listen to the sanoag over
and over again. This is especially true if youlaegning
the bari part. It's important that you resist timptation
to sing at this point (very hard to do). Just read lis-
ten. | repeat, no singing. This will take 30 ®minutes
depending on the length of the song.

The second step is to immediately listen to thegsamd
sing along 10 times while reading the music. As yo
this, make note of any measure(s) that seem taffie d
cult. If these parts continue to be a problem gan go
back later and work on them. However, you will @bly
find that by doing steps one and two you will eveily
be able to visualize certain measures, especiéfigudt
ones, as you work on step three.

The third step is to file the music and put the @3our
car to rehearse during drive time. If you drivecmat all
you should be able to learn about any arrangement i
about a week.
