W. R. Williams was the pseudonym of Will Rossiter, a Somerset, England native. He became
one of the major publishers of American popular music in the 1890s and early 20th century, com-
posed music for minstrel shows and performed in vaudeville. As a publisher Rossiter was helpful to
many composers, including Charles K. Harris, Billy Jerome, Fred Fisher, Egbert Van Alstyne and
Percy Wenrich. He was the publisher of “Some Of These Days,” Sophie Tucker’s great hit song, and
“Meet Me Tonight In Dreamland.”

“I’d Love To Live In Loveland™ is a fine close-harmony song, not so well known as some others, -
but with a charming verse and delightfully unsophisticated chorus.
